                                                             In April of 2024 we had the privilege of sitting down with the region                                                                          
                                                      chaplains.  At the end of the meeting, all of the chaplains requested all of  
                                                      the curriculum we use and then asked if we could provide them with 
some volunteers!  It took work, but working with NewLife Behavior Ministries, we were able to deliver the 
NLBM curriculum.  That was phase one.  Phase two is contacting churches in nearby towns and cities 
where these fourteen prison units are located and inviting them 
into this door that God has opened.  There are so many ways to be  
engaged in jail/prison and addiction recovery ministries.   
  

      We will start contacting Panhandle area congregations this month 
through phone calls and email surveys to invite church leadership to  
come to Lubbock in April to a town hall meeting to discuss ways to win 
souls and change lives.  We are grateful to the Sunset International Bible 
Institute as they host this meeting.
